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	September brought on many changes for the preschool class.  The students continue to reach milestones, that Ms. April and Ms. Ivette are so proud of. The children have been enhancing their counting skills by counting bears and caps.  They have done a fantastic job with spelling their names; again please work with them daily on spelling their FIRST AND LAST names.

Thank you for cooperating with the start of homework.  We are giving the students homework because it allows the material we cover in class to be reinforced at home.  Again, the homework will be sent home every Monday, and we ask that you return the completed homework in the folder by Thursday.  We will review the homework as a class and at that time the students will receive a star for returning their homework.  This concept teaches the children responsibly, prepares them for kindergarten and gives a sense of being “big girls and boys”. 

We will allow students some time to write in their journal.  Inside their journal, they will practice their writing weekly.  They will begin by writing their names. This allows Ms. April to comment on their work and leave notes that we will revisit during parent teacher conferences.  

Thank you for bringing in the school supplies. 

Our goal for the next month is for all the students to write their names.  We will continue to practice this by completing their name worksheets and writing in their journals.  As part of our daily routine, the class discusses the weather, the calendar, reviews the alphabet and their numbersheir numbers.  It is our goal for all the students to count by 2’s, 5’s and 10’s.  During circle time, we often call for volunteers to lead the class, i.e. we will ask a student to come up and say the days of the week and the class repeats after them, this really keeps them engaged.  

Next month’s theme is Fantastic Fall.  We have several activities planned.  The children will go for a walk to collect leaves and return to school to use the leaves as stamps for a great fall painting.  The school will participate in Halloween activities.   We are asking parents for help and cooperation to make this day as fun as possible.  This includes donating items to the class and parent chaperones on the day of.
